Few facts & figures

company entered intermodal market in 2005 with one weekly shuttle train

today the company organizes monthly over 200 regular trains

serving almost 8000 containers monthly on domestic and international corridors

with over 160 employees in 5 locations (inclusive 3 own terminals and own staff in Hamburg since 

January 2010)

company’s turnover: almost €30 mln in 2010  and already over €19 mln in H1/2011

In 2011 PCC Intermodal transported 26 % containers more than in 2010

PCC Intermodal short history

August 2005 - the launch of the first regular rail connection from Brzeg Dolny  to Szczecin/� winouj� cie

April 2006 - office in Gdynia is established, and organizes the transport and logistics services for PCC Group companies  

between  PCC’s own inland terminal in Brzeg Dolny and marine terminals of Trójmiasto

November 2006 - launch of regular connections between Euroterminal Slawkow and marine terminal BCT Gdynia

August 2007 - launch of regular rail connection between the Terminal in Brzeg Dolny and marine terminals of Gdansk (DCT) 

and Gdynia (BCT)

June 2008 - extension of the connection from Brzeg Dolny - Szczecin to Frankfurt Oder

July 2008 - launch of a new regular international rail connection between the terminal in Krzewie and PCT in Rotterdam 

December 2009 - Warsaw Stock Exchange debut

January 2010 - PCC operations and sales office in Hamburg is established

February 2010 - new regular rail connection between Herne and Polish terminals

March 2010 – PCC Intermodal starts it’s first fully greenfield investment – Kutno terminal project

September 2011 – Official openning of Kutno Terminal

December 2011 – company lanched its first intermodal train between european sea ports and Moscow (PCC Moscow Express)
